Tools and Materials - Before You Begin

Observe all local plumbing and building codes. For safety's sake wear
protective eyewear to safeguard yourself. These instructions show
suggested installation procedures; your paticular installation may require
other construction technigues. Make sure you will have enough room:

1. To mount the Smart Panel (typically 83" from the shower floor to

top ofthe Smart Panel  with wall fully tiled to at least that height).

2. To cutthe existing water lines.
The installation of a Compression Connector (¥' COMP x 2" MIP) which is
readily available from your local plumbing supply or soldered " MIP ends. |f
there is not enough room, you may have to cut open the wall to have an
access space (a licensed/insured tile company can do this) to remove the old

plumbing fidure. Ih nho case should the access space in the
wall be larger than that which you can cover with the

Smart Panel™  please read these instructions carefully to familiarize you
with the required tools, materials and installation sequences. Followthe steps
in the order presented. This will help you to avoid mistakes. Unpack and
inspect the shower panel for damage. |f you find any damage, do not install
the panel. Repont the specific problem to your dealer or shipper immediately.
Atter inspection, return the shower panel to the carton until you are ready to
install it.

The schematics below give the rough-in dimensions for new or remodeling
positions for the copper pipes to be placed for the installation of the Smart
Panel™. It isimportant to note that whatever installation you choose, new,
remodel or existing ensure that the 2" MIP connections which your plumber

installs is outside your shower wall by at least %". Cover the wall
opening by sealing or tiling over so that the stainless
steel flexible connector hoses are outside the wall.
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For residents of the U.S. and Canada, the Smart Panel " is warranted to be
free of manufacturing defects.

Assembly and Installation of Smart Panel”
Tools needed in assembly and installation
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Smart Panel Components Provided

Smart Panel” with all valves and plumbing, showerhead with flow
restrictorimasher, brass nut and washer, showerhead elbow, escutcheon
plate, backing plate (on some models), handheld wand, handheld wand
shower hose and rubber washer, stainless mounting bracket, two mounting
hole inserts and two stainless screws. The pictures for these components
are shown throughout this booklet.

You must install this shower panel to an adequately supported, level wall.
The Smart Panel is a surface mount panel. It is mounted on top of the tile
or marble wall, and not recessed into the wall. Setthe panel upon the wall to
see if its position will he compromised by an uneven wall or obstruction.
Before installation, provide access to all connections. Make sure the



installation area is clean and free of all debris. If remodeling, mount the panel
to the newwall as explained bythe ingallation instructions below.

Assemble the tools needed: 546" drill bit or 51 6" masonry hit for tile, stone
or concrete shower walls, Phillips screwdriver, Crescent wench, tape
measure, level, power drill or equivalent and small hacksaw (if needed to cut
copper pipe).

The panel is shipped partially disassembled. |t needs to he assembled
before installation. Two people will be necessary for the installation.
Turn off the water to the bathroom where you will be installing the Smart
Panel". Check the shower location area where the Smart Panel” will be
mounted. Make sure no irregulanties or protrusions from the tile or other
obstructions will interfere with the mounting ofthis panel.

1. Unpack the panel. Viewof the panel inverted.

2. Screw the handheld shower to the shower hose provided.. Pay
attention because each handheld hose end is different. The tapered end
goes to the handheld shower and the other end to the shower water outlet
near the bottom of the panel.



3. Ensure that the flow restrictorfwasher is installed in the showerhead.
Attach the shower arm to the Smart Panel. Some panels have a small
rectangular stainless bracket that is placed on the back of the panel where
the threaded elbow comes through. Attach the showerhead to the elbow.
Caution: |f you have a tempered glass fascia on your panel do not tighten
the shower arm to the panel more than % turn atter hand tightening or you
may break the tempered glass panel. Next, conned the showerhead water
line. Tighten the connector with a wench while holding the shower arm to
prevent it from tuming, but do not over tighten.
