For safetyés sa
protective eyewear to safeguard yourself.  These instructions show
suggested installation procedures; your particular installation may require
other construction technigques. Make sure you will have enough room:

1. To mount the Smart PaneIE( min 830 from otopof show

the Smart Panel® with wall fully tiled to at least that height).

2. To cut the existing water lines.
Thei nstall ation of a Compression Connect
readily available from your local plumbing supply. If there is not enough
room, you may have to cut open the wall to have an access space (a
licensed/insured plumber/tile company can do this) to remove the old
plumbing fixture. INn no case should the access space in the
wall be larger than that which you can cover with the

Smart Pa n e | Hease read these instructions carefully to familiarize you
with the required tools, materials and installation sequences. Follow the steps
in the order presented. This will help you to avoid mistakes. Unpack and
inspect the shower panel for damage. If you find any damage, do not install
the panel. Report the specific problem to your dealer or shipper immediately.
After inspection, return the shower panel to the carton until you are ready to
install it.

Smart Panel® Components Provided

Smart Panel® with all valves and plumbing, showerhead with flow
restrictor/washer, brass nut and washer, showerhead shower arm,
escutcheon plate, handheld wand, handheld wand shower hose double-
check valve/flow restrictor/washer, primary and secondary stainless mounting
brackets, four mounting hole inserts and four stainless screws. The pictures
for these components are shown throughout this booklet.

You must install this shower panel to an adequately supported, level wall.
The Smart Panel® is a surface mount panel. It is mounted on top of the tile



or marble wall, and not recessed into the wall. Set the panel upon the wall to

see if its position will be compromised by an uneven wall or obstruction.

Before installation, provide access to all connections. Make sure the
installation area is clean and free of all debris. If remodeling, mount the panel

to the new wall as explained by the installation instructions below. Assemble
thetoolsneeded:5/ 160 dr i | | bit or 5/160 masonr
shower walls, Phillips screwdriver, Crescent wrench, tape measure, level,

power drill or equivalent and small hacksaw (if needed to cut copper pipe).

The panel is shipped partially disassembled. It needs to be assembled
before installation. Two people will be necessary for the installation.
Turn off the water to the bathroom where you will be installing the Smart
Panel®. Check the shower location area where the Smart Panel® will be
mounted. Make sure no irregularities or protrusions from the tile or other
obstructions will interfere with the mounting of this panel.

1. Unpack the panel. View of the panel inverted.

2. Screw the handheld shower to the shower hose provided. Pay
attention that each hose end is different. The tapered end goes to the
handheld shower and the other end (hex) to the shower water outlet near the
bottom of the panel.

Ensure that the flow restrictor/washer is installed in the showerhead.
Remove the large brass nut and washer from the shower arm. Attach the
shower arm to the Smart PanelE  wi t h t he brass nut and
removed. Attach the showerhead to the shower arm. Install a filter washer
(small washer with screen) in the showerhead water line and connect the
showerhead water line to the shower arm. Tighten the connector with a
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wrench while holding the shower arm to prevent it from turning, but do not
over tighten.

Assembly of the Smart Panel® is complete.
Installation Instructions

NOTE: Check again to make sure the water to the shower is off before
proceeding. Look at all pictures and installation instructions before
attempting installation.

If the Smart Panel® is being installed in new construction, the hot and cold
water plumbing outlets need to be stubb
thread (MIP) fi L ads facing downward.

If the Smart Panel® is to replace an existing shower fixture:

1. Remove the old showerhead, shower arm, hot/cold water valve,

diverter (if installed) and bathtub fill (if installed). You do not need to do

anything with the other existing plumbing inside the wall. It remains there
unused. After everything is removed vy
ends facing downward outside the finished shower wall. This means you

need to extend your plumbing somewhat so that you end up with %20 MI P AL 0O
ends outside the finished walls. Seal the open wall area to prevent possible

water intrusion. In the unlikely event that you ever have a water leak from

any of our components, it will drip harmlessly onto the shower or tub floor.

3. An example of a Compression Connector appears in the pictures

below. Remove the brass ferrule from the Compression Connector and
discard.

4. Make sure the water has been turned off to the shower. Open the
shower valve to release any pressure in the lines.

5. Use a small hacksaw to cut out the old plumbing fixture after removing
the old handle(s) and/or cover plate (escutcheon). A licensed plumber can

sol der MIhPe fiLotor yeuncars purchase and install Compression
Connectors (pictured in step 3 above) from your local plumbing supply. Once

the threaded ends are in place you will be able to connect t
directly to the hot and cold water connections. First make sure you have the
mounting bracket installed on the wall as you do not want to let the panel

hang by its hoses.

Mounting the Smart Panel® to the Shower Wall

6. While one person holds the shower panel, the other measures from

the shower floor to the bottom of the showerhead. Make a mark on the

shower wall with a soft pencil or non-permanent marker at that measured

point. Determine what height is best for you. | t should be from
(first check your local plumbing and building codes). In any event the shower

panel must cover any holes created by removing the old fixtures (vertically

and horizontally).

7. Mark the bottomof t he shower p aeshowérwallposi ti

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8. Measure from the bottom of the panel to the mounting bar on the
back of the panel. This is distance A. Put the panel aside.
9. Add distance A to the previously made lower mark on the wall. This

is the mounting height for the primary mounting bracket. Center the primary
bracket on the shower wall on this line. Locate the mounting bracket on the
wall while holding a level to ensure a straight and level mount. Mark 2 circles
on the wall using the 2 screw holes in the mounting bracket as a template.

USE THE LEVEL OR YOUR PANEL WILL NOT BE STRAIGHT.

10. Drill two 5/160 holes on9tls amar ks
masonry bit to drill through concrete, tile or marble.
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11. Push in or tap the plastic mounting inserts supplied with the Smart
Panel E flush to the wal/l

12. Mount the bracket to the shower wall with the screws provided.
Tighten securely but do not over tighten. After mounting the bracket to the

wall pull down firmly on the bracket t

13. Mount the bottom bracket. This small rectangular secondary
stainless bracket is mounted to the lower part of the wall, centered so that it

either bracket end. This is your centerline measurement. Measure from the
bottom of the main bracket bar on the Smar t P @ ithe bofiom of the
bottom brace (there may be a cutout there as pictured below). Record that
distance as D. Put a straight edge (ruler, pencil, etc.) on the grooves of the
main mounting bracket and measure from the bottom of the straight edge
down the wall distance D. Makeal 6 hori zontal marKk
point on the wall with a soft pencil or marker. This is point 2. Use a level to
make this lower measurement or else it will not be accurate. This is where
the bent edge of the small bracket will be (where the bottom of the lower
mounting brace on the Sma r t P wailhfie intdEsecurely). Make a mark in
the two holes of the small bracket as you place it on the wall lined up and
centered. Drill two 5/16" holes on the marks you just made. Tap in the
provided inserts and mount the small bracket to the wall with the stainless
screws provided.

14. While one person holds the panel, the other connects the water lines
to the hot and cold water outlets. The hot water outlet (left) goes to water
inlet hose on the right side of the panel when viewed from the rear. Do not
over tighten.

15. Mount the panel by simultaneously slipping the stainless bar on the
back of panel into the main mounting bracket mounted on the shower wall
and the small stainless bottom bracket mounted on the lower shower wall into
the small cutout on the lower bracket.

16. Turn the water on now and check for leaks. Installation is complete.
